TOM SOMERTON - BUILDER

Tom responded to Ken Morin's newspaper ad
in 2006 to join a new hockey team and became
a member of the organizing committee. They
sorted out the team’s name, the jersey colours,

the logo, where and when they would play,
and who would be allowed to play. The Elder

Skatesmen were born. Tom states, “my pride in

the logo aspect, the parliament buildings, was that
I suggested that the Peace Tower clock should

show a time of “10:30” which was our game time.

My bit of humour in that suggestion was that if
the elder players forgot the game time, they just had to look at the clock on the
logo.”

Tom looked after the spares and took over doing the line-ups; he helped organize
the Hockey Fest games and ordering new sweaters and socks. He also looked

after the CARHA insurance.

Other significant contributions were the Friendly Hockey Rules and Fall
Training Camps.

Tom joined the Elder Skatesmen because of Ken'’s vision of playing friendly
hockey. He took that idea and wrote it into The Friendly Hockey Rules. They
were well accepted by most players and were even picked up by other teams who
wanted to enjoy themselves and not worry about injuries.

Like many senior recreational hockey players, Tom never had any formal
coaching. In 2011,I teased the guys about possibly getting fat and lazy because
of the summer downtime until we started our winter hockey,” and he started up
a conditioning camp that became a training camp.”“We were off on our Elder
Skatesmen Training Camp with twenty some players,” which ran for many years
after that. He gathered together instructional material, and eventually recruited
Richard Sennott to take over the on-ice part, and who later put together an
informative off-ice portion as well. Tom’s contribution for well over a decade to
the start-up and helping with the coordination of the Elder Skatesmen has made
it possible for hundreds of players to continue safely enjoying a game they love.
